Paper (brown, white, off-white) bowls, boxes, cups, plates, napkins, paper straws

Plant fiber ie: sugarcane or rice (brown, white, offwhite) |hinged containers, trays, cup holders

Wood stirrers, cutlery

Compostable plastic (offwhite, clear, and green) cold cups, hinged & lidded containers, cutlery, bags

NOTE: Compostable plastic products must be clearly labeled "Compostable" (sticker or printing) in a green color or
within a green band in order to distinguish the product from conventional plastic. Cutlery must be embossed with the
word "Compostable" on each piece. Compostable plastics must meet ASTM D6400 standards for compostable
plastics.
